All entries must include the AuthorÕs Name, Title of Entry, and Name of School printed 
clearly on the cover sheet (see attached).  No names should appear on the actual 
writing entr y.  Entries may be proofread by teachers or other adults prior to the final 
copy being submitted.  
 
All final contest entries are due to your teacher by Wednesday, November 4, 2009 
to be sent to your district office no later than November 6, 2009. If you ar e not 
affiliated with a school district, entries may be dropped off at City Hall Room 120 
again no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, November 6, 2009. Finalists will be notified by 
November 20 by the SCV Education Foundation. Winners will be announced at the  
Literacy & Arts Festival on December 5 th . Time to be determined at a later date. 
Winner need not be present.  Release agreement must accompany each entry.

•12 point font 
•One inch margins 
•Double spaced 
•Maximum 475 words 

•An Editorial or Compare and Contrast writing should clearly state 
your viewpoint and include two or more “arguments” or key points as to 
why you feel this way.  It should be related to the Theme for 2009:   

What do you think when you think Santa Clarita Valley? 
 
 
Poetry Contest 
•Select the type of poetry you wish to write (sonnet, cinquain, 
freestyle, etc.) 
•Minimum of 12 lines and a maximum of 36 lines and spaces 
•12 point font 
•One inch margins 
•Single spaced 
•Content of poem should reflect the Theme for 2009:  What do you 
think when you think Santa Clarita Valley? 
 
 
Short Story 
•Short story should contain a Beginning, Middle and an End 
•Elements of a good story should be included: characters, plot, 
setting and a problem or conflict resolution 
•Maximum of 850 words 
•12 point font 
•1 inch margins 
•Double spaced 
•Content of story should reflect the Theme for 2009:  What do you 
think when you think Santa Clarita Valley?
